CIRCUMFERENCE HOW TO MEASURE HEAD CIRCUMFERENCE

» Use a measuring tape that cannot be stretched

. Securely wrap the tape around the widest possible
circumference of the head

« Broadest part of the forehead above eyebrow
« Above the ears

« Most prominent part of the back of the head
