INDICATION
EMVERM is indicated for the treatment of patients two years of age 
and older with gastrointestinal infections caused by Ancylostoma 
duodenale (hookworm), Ascaris lumbricoides (roundworm), Enterobius 
vermicularis (pinworm), Necator americanus (hookworm), and Trichuris 
trichiura (whipworm).

• �Pinworm should be suspected in young children with  
perianal pruritus and restless sleep7
