Traumatizing children, robbing them of their quality 
of life. The CDC estimates the lifetime burden of 

such trauma to be over $200,000 per victim, 
affecting quality of life, health and productivity.

Every 92 seconds 
someone is  

sexually assaulted.  
Every 9 minutes 

that victim  
is a child.  

Children are 
most vulnerable 
between ages  

7 & 13.  
Age 9 is the 

median age for 
reported abuse.

Repeat offenders prowl our streets, homes and playgrounds.

SIX PERCENT!  
Only 6% of the reported cases of child sex crimes end in conviction.  

70% of child sex offenders have  
between 1 and 9 victims. 

20% have  
10-40 victims.

34% of childhood 
victims are under  

12 years old;   
66% are 12-17  

years old.  

Only 38% of 
childhood victims ever 
disclose their  abuse. 

Of those who disclose, 
40% tell a close 

friend, rather than an 
adult or authority.

34% of the 
offenders are family 

members,  
59% are 

acquaintances,  
7% are strangers.

The vast majority 
of childhood 

sexual abuse is 
never reported 
to authorities.
